We are the nonparticipating church in the north end of Area I. It is hard to find women to take time to

enjoy the gatherings. We do have one active Circle of 12 women. Our group has several “snow birds” so we go
through the summer. There is a quilting group that meets on Tuesday mornings. We do larger square type quilts
and tie them. Some older women like to participate in the old-fashioned quilt tying. These quilts have been given to
the Valley Hi County Home in Hartland, IL, the Veteran’s Home in Hebron and families in need at Christmas time.
Little doll blankets were made for girls receiving dolls in our Christmas family donations.

Our church has a Mission Committee that is very active and a new mission project is held every month.
Collections for One Great Hour, Heifer International, PADDS, Githiga Children’s Home in Kenya, Church World
Service, Valley Hi, Veteran’s Home, and Food Pantry, etc. This group brings enthusiasm into the church for missions.

It is difficult to find younger women to participate in a PW meeting. The older women do not like to come
out at night and the younger ones are working during the day. I’'m sure all churches are going through the same
phase. God has been good. We continue to do as much as possible to show his presence in our Community. In

started by Guideposts Magazine and has been taken over by World Vision. These sweaters go to children in refugee
camps, areas of poverty and victims of natural disasters. Over the past year we have probably sent about 30
completed sweaters ranging from size 2 to 10.

Velma from India speak on the Vision for Asia, the Christian Mission she and her
' husband, Isaac, founded in 2000 in Southern India. We were glad to host an open
meeting. Velma arrived from India the day before to spend time in the United States. Isaac is the Director of the
Vision for Asia. He has a Masters Degree in Biotechnology and both of them are from Christian families of ministers
serving for three generations.

Velma was educated in India, Belarus and the School of Biblical Studies in England. She also attended the school of
missions in Victory Bible College in Tulsa, Oklahoma. She speaks English fluently and they take care of the needs of
orphans in India, including nutritional and educational support for the HIV children.

Gail also spoke and she and Velma showed many slides of their work including the new churches they are building
in that area. Some of our church members have been helping with that, as well as the P.W. who presented them
with a check for $200 and 25 quilts made this year by the *Blanket Brigade*. She was very grateful. Gail is returning
for the third year in November. With the aid of an interpreter she will help with the mission work and minister to
churches. Our organization is very supportive of her work and very proud as both she and her husband, Jim Frank,

grew up in our churches.

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NEWS FROM OUR FRIENDS AT KEMMERER VILLAGE

As a mission of the Presbyterian Church and a community—based
nonprofit organization Kemmerer Village has a 96 year legacy of
meeting the critical human needs of youth and families. Kemmerer
Village is continuing today to make changes to address current needs
of children and families. Today we are working with youth whose
behaviors are increasing in aggressiveness and severity. Providing
programs and professional, experienced staff to meet the critical needs
of these young people and their families is our goal. The numbers of young people affected by these
problems are significant. Causes can be attributed to biology, environment, or a combination of the
two. Our goal for each child is to return to their families, school and communities as

healthy, productive young individuals.

We have added a new program this year, Equine Therapy. Children at the Village have for many
years had the opportunity to get acquainted with horses through our horsemanship program. With the
addition of six miniature horses and the six full sized already in use, we believe the Equine Therapy
Program along with our existing programs will be a valuable tool and asset in helping some of the
most vulnerable and hurting children in today’s society. Our young people are excited and eager for

this to be a part of their activities.

We currently have 46 young people living on our campus with ages ranging from 12 to 19. Our
children come from all over the state of Illinois. They are referred to us by the following sources:
Department of Children and Family Service, School Districts, Mental Health Agencies, Courts and
Private Placements. They spend approximately 15 months living on our campus. We include and
encourage family involvement whenever possible during the young person’s stay with us. All youth
attend school on grounds at the Fergusson Educational center with teachers certified in Special
Education as well as the Standard Education Program. Children attend church on campus with Pastor

Tom Mulch conducting the Sunday afternoon service.
Summer is filled with many activates such as swimming, softball, attending Cardinals baseball and

visits to the water park, to mention a few.

The children and staff would like to sincerely thank everyone in the Blackhawk Presbytery for their
support and friendship. We welcome your visits to our campus and invite inquires into our work here
at Kemmerer Village. alice.christenberry@kv.christian.k12.il.us (217)226-2132 <=
kemmerervillage.org.
