Kits Thank You!

Congregations rose to the Kits Challenge, issued by Presbyterian Women of Blackhawk Presbytery. The Chal-
lenge was for each congregation to make at least 15 School Kits, and many congregations far surpassed that!
In total, there were 1800 Kits collected at the November 9, 2010 presbytery assembly, of which 1333 were
School Kits and 28 were Emergency Clean-up Buckets. In addition, 417 Hygiene Kits were brought, and 22
Baby Kits. What a tremendous difference these Kits will make in the lives of recipients. Often, it is the lack of
school supplies that keeps children from attending school in other countries.

A highlight to the dedication of the Kits at presbytery were the stories shared by Ms. Bev Scharlau of Waltham
Presbyterian Church. She recently traveled with Church World Service to the warehouse in New Windsor,
Maryland, where the Kits are received and then prepared to be sent to destinations in the U.S. or abroad. As
she volunteered there, doing fAquality control
